DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Kenneth Glenn presented 9 cases to the board.  They involved 10 officers with 13 allegations.  The recommendations were 2 sustained, 7 not sustained, 1 unfounded and 7 exonerated.  During the month of January, CCA reviewed 17 complaints: 10 were referred to Cincinnati Police Department for the Citizen Complaint Resolution Process, and 7 cases were opened by CCA.
Mr. Glenn welcomed Wadonn Wells. Mr. Wells began his City career on December 28, 2009.  He is a graphic designer with a strong background in legal procedures.  His responsibilities include graphic designs and administrative support.  Mr. Glenn also elaborated on the merge between CCA and the Internal Audit Division and he briefly discussed CCA’s office renovation.  Finally, Mr. Glenn stated, (4) board members last 2-year term will expire on January 1, 2011.  CCA is in communication with the Mayor’s office regarding replacements.
