During the month of June, CCIA reviewed 35 complaints: 23 were referred to CPD for the Citizen Complaint Resolution Process, 11 cases were opened by CCIA and 1 case was non-jurisdiction.
OLD BUSINESS
Director Kenneth Glenn gave an update on case# 09292 from April 2010’s board meeting. The 4 officers involved will have a department level hearing within the next 10 days; they are facing serious charges.  Several key witnesses have been identified and Chief Streicher will be making a final decision.

Case # 10116 – Complainant Kennetha Howze and witnesses, Precious Williams & Kevion Howze gave their account of the allegation in Ms. Howze’s complaint. She thanked the CCIA Board for listening to her side of the story.
