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Camp Washington Streetscape & Gateway Project 
 

As part of the City of Cincinnati’s ongoing efforts to invest in the neighborhood of Camp Washington, 
crews from the R.A. Miller Construction Company have begun removal, replacement, and widening of the 
existing sidewalk on Colerain Ave. from Hopple St. to Rachel St.; the construction of a gateway at the 
corner of Hopple St. and Garrard Ave.; and the installation of trees, signage, parking meters and bicycle 
ring poles in the project area. 
  
The company is scheduled to finish the project by January 2009.   
 
The contractor will maintain traffic on the project streets.  However, traffic will be restricted as follows 
during various phases of construction: 
 

• On Colerain Avenue and Hopple Street, from the hours of 6 a.m. to 9 a.m. and from 4 p.m. and 6 
p.m., Monday through Friday, all lanes will be open and available to traffic.  All other times at least 
two 11-foot lanes will be open and available to traffic.  Construction will be limited to one side of 
the street at a time. 

• On Garrard Avenue, Burlington Place, Jessamine Avenue and Rachel Street, at least two 10-foot 
lanes will remain open and available to traffic (one lane in each direction) at all times. 

 
Drivers are encouraged to reduce their speed and use caution when approaching the  
closure area.
