What is Syphilis? 
Syphilis is a sexually transmitted disease (STD) caused by a bacteria. It has often been called “the great imitator” because so many of the signs and symptoms are like those of other diseases.

How Common is Syphilis?
You can be infected with syphilis without knowing it.

The number of cases of Syphilis in Cincinnati has tripled since 2007.  Due to this significant increase, an outbreak was declared in March 2010.  
How do You Get Syphilis?

· You can become infected during vaginal, anal, or oral sex.

· Syphilis is passed from person to person through direct sexual contact with a sore.

· Sores occur mainly on the external genitals, vagina, anus, or in the rectum.

· Sores also can occur on the lips and in the mouth. 

Pregnant women with syphilis can pass the disease to their unborn child. 
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If You Don’t Get Treated

· You can give Syphilis to your sex partner(s)

· A mother with Syphilis can give it to her baby during pregnancy or have a miscarriage

· Syphilis can cause heart disease, brain damage, blindness and death
